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AUSPICING

Where an application is made on behalf
of others, the application should be
made in the name of the auspice body
and provide that body’s Australian
Business Number (ABN) as well as GST
details. The application must clearly
identify who will actually be undertaking
the project under the authority of the
auspice body.

The Department of Culture and the
Arts limits the number of times an
organisation or person may apply, and
will treat all applications by auspice
bodies as if they were actually made by
the organisation or person(s) carrying
out the activity. However, the funding
contract and the obligations created
therein will all remain with the

auspice body.

A copy of the agreement between

the auspice body and those undertaking
a project must be included with

the application.

PAYMENTS OF GRANTS

If your application is successful,

you will receive two copies of the
contract detailing the conditions and
requirements that apply to the grant.
One copy should be signed and
returned to indicate your acceptance of
the conditions. The second copy should
be retained for your records.

The completed contract, invoice and
Electronic Funds Transfer authorisation
form (EFT) must be returned to the
Department in order for the grant
payment to proceed.

All grant payments are processed
through the State Government’s Office
of Shared Services (OSS). If you have
questions about the progress of your
payment, please contact OSS directly
on 1300 345 677.

ASSESSMENT

All applications to the Contemporary
Music Grants Program are peer-
assessed by members of the
Contemporary Music Panel. This
Panel is comprised of 36 industry
professionals. Depending on the
applications received, a subset of
approximately eight panel members,
who are free from conflict of interest
issues, will sit at each meeting.
Panellists are appointed by the Minister
for Culture and the Arts. All Panellists
are required to demonstrate specialist
expertise in one or more areas within
Contemporary Music and have an
informed opinion of the Music sector
and community needs, response

and interest. In appointing panellists,
the Minister gives consideration to
achieving a broad, balanced and fair
representation of the Contemporary
Music sector and community interests.

All panellists are required to observe

a code of conduct of impartiality and
confidentiality and undertake thorough
assessment of each application.
Assessment meetings are supervised
by Department staff to ensure
adherence to the code of conduct for
peer assessment.

Department staff members are not
involved in the decision making nor do
they influence the outcome of your grant
application.

Panellists initially review each application
and the support materials. Each
panellist individually grades each
application in accordance with the
funding priorities and requirements

of the Contemporary Music Grants
Program. A Panel assessment meeting
is then held at the Department of
Culture and the Arts.

The Panel discusses each application
with informed and sympathetic scrutiny
and with reference to how each
application contributes to achieving the
program priorities (see page 9). Following
extensive discussion, the Panel then
agree on a consensus recommendation
for each application. With limited funding
available, the Panel is often unable to
support all applications that competitively
address the assessment criteria.

Where possible the panel like to be
aware of your work before assessment.
Please forward invitations to the
Contemporary Music Project Officer.

Please note that the
assessment and notification
process for the Contemporary
Music Program takes
approximately two months.

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COMPLAINTS

If you are dissatisfied with the
Contemporary Music Grants Program,
please discuss your concerns with the

Contemporary Music Project Officer, who

will seek to address your concerns and
where relevant, will bring them to the
attention of appropriate Department of
Culture and the Arts staff,

If you consider that your complaint
has not been adequately addressed
following discussions with the Project

Officer, put your complaint in writing and

send it to the Deputy Director General,
Development and Strategy Directorate
(see page 33 for our address). You

will receive an acknowledgement of
your letter and a response to your
complaint within 15 working days of the
Department’s receipt of your complaint.

You should be aware that it is a
condition of the Contemporary Music
Grants Program that all applicants
acknowledge acceptance of the
system of panel assessment and that
all applicants accept the conditions of
the relevant grants program. Therefore,
where an applicant is dissatisfied with
a funding decision, complaints will only
be considered where there has been

a breach of the assessment process
and the application was not assessed
in accordance with the Department’s
Contemporary Music Grants Program
assessment guidelines.

The Young People and the Arts Panel
supports arts activity by, with and for
people aged 26 years and younger. The
Panel comprises of young people with
diverse backgrounds in the arts.

The Designer Fashion Panel is
comprised of fashion industry
professionals and assesses applications
from Western Australian owned or
controlled businesses, as well as legally
constituted not-for-profit organisations
engaged directly in the Western
Australian fashion industry.
