1.5 TOTAL INCOME PAID IN CULTURAL INDUSTRIES

In 2001 the total income of people recorded in the Population and Housing Census as

working in arts and cultural industries in Western Australia was $723.2m. The equivalent

national figure was $9,498.4m. Consequently, Western Australia’s share was 7.6%, whereas

its share of employment in arts and cultural industries was 7.2%.

Specific contributions to the $723.2m include:

� $225.6m for people in the Design industry.

� $100.2m for people in the Newspaper printing and publishing industry.

� $40.2m for people in the Television services industry.

� $33.0m for people in the Libraries industry.

� $31.9m for people in the Parks and gardens industry.

� $23.8m for people in the Music and theatre production industry.

1.5.1 AVERAGE WEEKLY INCOME, Cultural industries—2001
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In all arts and cultural industries average weekly incomes of people were higher nationally

than in Western Australia. Media related industries recorded the highest average weekly

incomes in Western Australia; at $866 per week Television services was the highest,

followed by Radio services ($781). The lowest average weekly incomes were recorded for

Motion picture exhibition and Creative arts, $352 and $467 respectively.

The distribution of average weekly incomes were similar nationally. Media related

categories such as Television services received the highest weekly incomes, while arts

related industries generally received lower average weekly incomes.
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1.5 TOTAL INCOME PAID IN CULTURAL INDUSTRIES continued

Over one-quarter (25.8%) of workers in arts and cultural industries in Western Australia

received an income of less than $300 per week. A further 20.8% received a weekly income

in the $300–$499 range, 20.2% between $500–$699, 16.7% between $700–$999 and 14.8%

with $1,000 per week or more.

1.6 SUMMARY ECONOMIC DATA FOR CULTURAL INDUSTRIES

Table 1.6.1 presents a summary of key economic data relating to cultural industries. Data

has been derived from the 1999–2000 ABS Service Industry Survey Program. This program

covers only businesses with employees, therefore the data does not present the entire

contribution of cultural industries to the economy. State data for certain industries and

items is limited due to unavailability or confidentiality.

In terms of employment, the largest cultural industries in Western Australia were Local

government libraries (1,120 people), Motion picture exhibition (876) and Commercial

free-to-air television services (625). Commercial free-to-air television services received the

largest income in 1999–2000 ($354.8m). This was followed by Local government libraries

($56.9m) and Museums ($40.8m).

Nationally, Film and video production was the largest employer (15,195). This was followed

by Video hire (11,034) and Local government libraries (9,592). Highest incomes were

generated in the media industries: Commercial free-to-air television services with $3,271m;

Film and video production with $1,473.8m; and Film and video distribution with $1,141.8m.

The contribution of wages and salaries to total expenses varied across industries; from over

half (Local government libraries 53.5%) to less than one-tenth (Film and video distribution

6.4%). Generally, figures were unavailable separately for Western Australia, however for

Local government libraries wages and salaries accounted for 48.0% of total expenses.

2.1 EXPENDITURE ON CULTURE

The Household Expenditure Survey (HES) collects information on people’s spending

patterns. Information is collected at the household level rather than individual level. This is

because some expenditures are for the benefit of everyone in the household and therefore

cannot be attributed in a meaningful way to any particular person in that household. The

most recent results available are from the 1998–99 Household Expenditure Survey.

To enable comparisons of household expenditure between the 1993–94 survey and the

1998–99 survey to be made in constant price terms, estimates for 1993–94 have been

adjusted to average 1998–99 prices. These estimates have been derived using the Consumer

Price Index (CPI) as an indicator of the rate of change in prices paid by households for

these goods and services. Data should be treated with caution as the expenditure classes in

the CPI do not exactly correspond with categories used in the HES. In addition, the CPI is

only collected for capital cities, whereas the HES covers all households in Australia.

In 1998–99 households in Western Australia spent an average of $25.94 per week on

cultural goods and services. This represented 3.8% of the total goods and services

expenditure by Western Australian households in 1998–99 ($675.68). By comparison,

national weekly household expenditure on cultural goods and services was $26.74, which

was also 3.8% of total goods and services expenditure.

In constant price terms, households in Western Australia spent an average of 7.1% more on

cultural goods and services in 1998–99 than in 1993–94. Australia-wide, the equivalent

percentage increase was 1.5%.

Annual expenditure on cultural goods and services by all households in Western Australia in

1998–99 was $969.3m. This represented a 20.9% increase from 1993–94, when expenditure

was $801.9m (expressed in 1998–99 prices). In 1998–99, households in Western Australia

spent approximately $303.0m on Literature, $140.5m on Broadcasting, electronic media and

film, $60.2m on Music, $57.2m on Performing arts, $43.7m on Visual arts and crafts and

$5.6m on Heritage. In addition, households spent $311.6m on Other culture (of which

33.4% was attributable to Televisions and home entertainment systems and 29.1% to Video

cassette recorders) and $47.5m on Other arts.

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CHAPTER 3 ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .

3.1 ATTENDANCE AT CULTURAL VENUES AND EVENTS

In 2002 the ABS conducted a survey to determine the Australian population’s attendance at

selected cultural venues and events. During the 12 months before interview, 91.1% of the

population aged 18 years and over in Western Australia attended one of the cultural

venues/events surveyed. This was slightly higher than the equivalent figure for the whole of

Australia (88.2%).

3.1.1 ATTENDANCE AT CULTURE/LEISURE VENUES,
Attendance rates—2002
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Attending the cinema was the most popular cultural activity undertaken by people

18 years of age and over in Western Australia. Over three-quarters of the population

(1,085,900 people) had been to a movie at least once during the previous 12 months,

representing an attendance rate of 76.2%. This was 29.6 percentage points higher than the

rate of attendance for the next most popular venue (46.6%) which was Libraries with

664,300 visitors. Zoological parks and aquariums and Botanic gardens also had large

attendance numbers during the reference period, 661,600 and 619,700 people respectively.
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3.1.2 FREQUENCY OF CINEMA ATTENDANCE, Western Australia—2002
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About two-fifths (41.2%) of cinema patrons attended between one and four times in the

reference period. The highest attendance rate was for those aged 18–24 years (96.7%).

3.1.3 LIBRARY ATTENDANCE, By age—2002
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Almost half (46.6%) of all people 18 years and over visited a library in the 12 months before

interview in 2002 in Western Australia. With an attendance rate of 51.8%, 35–44 year olds

were those most likely to have attended a library, followed by 18–24 year olds (50.5%).

However, in general, older users attended libraries more often than younger people;

82.5% (70,200) of those aged 65 years and over visited a library 5 times or more compared

with 47.5% (99,800) of those aged between 18 and 24 years.

Of other cultural venues attended, Popular music had the highest frequency of attendance

with 22.5% going five times or more in the previous 12 months. Botanic gardens and

Classical music concerts also had relatively high percentages of visitors who had attended

5 or more times, 19.9% and 17.9% respectively.

Other performing arts, Museums and Musicals and operas had high proportions of once

only visitors in the 12 months prior to interview.

Results recorded for Australia were similar to those recorded for Western Australia.

Nationally, the Cinema was the cultural venue with the highest attendance rate (69.9%),

followed by Libraries and Botanic gardens, with attendance rates of 42.1% and 41.6%

respectively. Persons attending popular music concerts and Classical music concerts went

frequently, with 20.6% and 16.5% respectively attending five times or more in the reference

period. Venues with high proportions of once only attendees were Other performing arts,

Musicals and operas and Dance.

Comparison of attendance rates with previous surveys conducted in 1995 and 1999 showed

that there were minimal changes over this period for most venues. However, attendance

rates at Botanic gardens, Art galleries, Libraries, Other performing arts, Museums and

Cinemas increased significantly between 1999 and 2002. None of the cultural venues

analysed experienced a significant decrease in attendance between these years.

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3.2 CHILDREN’S PARTICIPATION IN CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

Participation

In April 2000, the ABS conducted a survey of children’s participation in selected culture and

leisure activities during their free time. This survey included measures of children’s

participation in four organised cultural activities, as well as participation in organised sport

and selected leisure activities.

Selected cultural activities

The survey showed that in the 12 months to April 2000, 29% of children aged 5 to 14 years

in Western Australia were involved in at least one of the four selected organised cultural

activities (Playing a musical instrument, Singing, Dancing and Drama) outside of school

hours. This was the same rate as for Australia as a whole. More than twice as many girls as

boys in Western Australia (55% compared with 25%) participated in at least one of these

cultural activities.

Playing a musical instrument was the most popular of the selected cultural activities outside

of school hours, with more than 17% of children in Western Australia involved. By

comparison, 12% were involved in Dancing, 6% in Drama and 4% in Singing. Participation in

Dancing and Drama by children in Western Australia was higher than for Australia as a

whole.

For Drama, the participation rate in Western Australia increased with age. The highest

participation rates for Playing a musical instrument and Singing were in the 9 to 11 years

age group, while for Dancing, the highest participation rate was in the 5 to 8 years age

group. A similar pattern was evident for Australia.

An estimated 96% of Western Australian children involved in Dancing received lessons

during the 12-month period. This compares with 74% of those who Played a musical

instrument, 74% of those involved in Drama, and 66% of those involved in Singing.

Over one-half (56%) of the Western Australian children Playing a musical instrument

practised, had lessons or performed more than 52 times during the year ended April 2000

(i.e. at least once a week on average). By comparison, about two-thirds (64%) of those

involved in Drama participated less than 27 times in the 12-month period.

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4.1 DOMESTIC TOURISM

In 2002 Western Australians had taken 6.6 million domestic trips away from home. A trip

was defined as a stay at least 40 kilometres away from home for a duration between

one night and three months.

Of these 6.6 million trips undertaken by Western Australians, 89.0% (5.9 million) had a

location in Western Australia as the destination (i.e. they were intrastate trips). This was the

highest percentage recorded for any state or territory (see graph).

For those Western Australians who travelled interstate, Victoria (248,000 trips) and

New South Wales (171,000 trips) were the favoured destinations.

Most of the interstate visitors to Western Australia came from New South Wales (332,000)

and Victoria (277,000). In percentage terms, this was 4.9% and 4.1% respectively of those

domestic trips which had Western Australia as the main destination.

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4.2 INTERNATIONAL TOURISM

In 2002–03 Australia was host to about 4.7 million short-term visitors from overseas.

Over 460,000 (9.9%) visited Western Australia. The number of short-term visitors to

Western Australia increased by 11.8% in the five years to 2002–03. This compares with a

12.3% increase in short-term visitors to Australia over the same period.

The majority of visitors to Australia in 2002–03 were from New Zealand (17.0%), followed

by Japan (14.1%), the United Kingdom (13.8%) and the United States of America (9.1%).

The International Visitor Survey conducted by the Bureau of Tourism Research provides

data on visitor attendance at entertainment venues and leisure activities in Australia by

country of residence.

It found that, in 2002, Australian attractions containing native wildlife, such as National

parks or State parks and Wildlife parks, zoos and aquariums were the dominant leisure

activity international visitors engaged in, regardless of country of residence (42% and 41% of

all international visitors). Tourists from Germany were especially likely to see National parks

or State parks, with two-thirds indicating they had visited such an attraction while in

Australia. Japanese and Taiwanese visitors also showed a preference for visiting Wildlife

parks, zoos and aquariums (59% and 56% respectively) and visiting National parks and State

parks (50% and 48% respectively) while in Australia.

Over one-quarter of all international visitors went to see Historic or heritage buildings, sites

or monuments (28%) or visited Museums or art galleries (26%) during their stay in

Australia. Visitors from Germany were the most likely to visit Museums and art galleries,

with 47% having visited such an attraction during their stay in Australia.

Although generally not activities engaged in by a large percentage of international visitors,

Visiting the outback, Experiencing Aboriginal art, craft and cultural displays and Visiting an

Aboriginal site or community were activities most likely to be engaged in by tourists from

Germany (29%, 26% and 12% respectively).

While Australia hosts many festivals during the year, these do not seem to attract many

international attendees, as only 7% of all international visitors indicated that they had

attended festivals, fairs or cultural events during their stay in Australia.
