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o Year 10 in particular because currently, it is a high-risk group with low 
attendance, yet at an age where their study commitments are less than what 
they will be over the following two years and old enough to form their own 
opinion and affiliation with the arts independently of their school. 

o Focus more on disadvantaged school communities. 
o Such an initiative would be a proactive response; 

• creating more ArtsEdge positions.  This has been an important bridge between the arts 
and culture sector and the education sector; 

• assisting in the co-ordination of an up to date, reliable and effective database of 
contacts in schools to facilitate the communication of information on arts and cultural 
activities; 

• gathering feedback on the needs and interests of teachers, particularly those that are 
not regularly engaging with the professional and community based arts and cultural 
sector and providing this information to arts and cultural organisations to assist in their 
planning of education services; 

• strategies that build a partnership and collegiate approach between the two sectors.  
This might include regular forums, or seminars for representatives of both sectors; 

• facilitating communication and networking opportunities for education officers across 
arts and cultural organisations; 

• supporting and facilitating the communication and promotion of information to schools 
via combined arts and cultural organisations’ marketing material (eg. magazine – 
ArtsEdge Website) so that teachers have one resource to draw from; 

• outsourcing some education functions to arts and cultural organisations; 
• establishing an advisory body to assess the suitability/quality of product to tour to, or be 

accessed by schools (similar to the Queensland system) and take a more co-ordinated 
approach to promoting products and services that are assessed as suitable; 

• providing a subsidy for students to attend performances, or undertake arts and cultural 
education activities based in the community; 

• promoting more emphasis on the importance of teachers and students gaining 
experiences and an understanding of Indigenous culture; 

• ensuring professional development and resources with Indigenous cultural content are 
based on sound research and developed with Indigenous community consultation; 

• improving the level of resources to arts and cultural organisations to enable them to 
extend, or enhance their education activities; 

• supporting the exposure of all students to the professional arts, and or arts based in the 
community as an essential component of an education in the arts; 

• funding the development of a website/guide on Western Australian writers (or creating 
a position) to facilitate the involvement of professional writers in schools across the 
curriculum (as well as a potential community resource) eg. not limited to literature, but 
including science, drama (playwrights), history (historians), media and technology 
studies (script writers) etc.  The website/guide could be distributed/promoted to 
schools, universities, community centres, libraries etc.

• ART ON THE MOVE membership metropolitan and regional galleries. 15 regional 
galleries were selected where possible from each of the 12 regional local government 
wards; and 

• Film and Television Institute Inc. 
 

SURVEY QUESTIONNAIRE 
The survey sought information from groups engaged in the following arts areas - visual arts; 
dance; performing arts; music; film and television; multimedia; literature and community 
development. 
 
The questionnaire sought to identify the extent to which selected arts organisations: 

• published educational resources and used alternative media formats such as email, 
web, video and CDROM technologies. 

• developed partnerships with education professionals and groups. 
• identify schools and young people as a target group. 
• offered a range of public program activities. 
• offered mentoring and training to young people and teachers. 
• funding for publications, public programs, training and mentoring was sourced from 

operational budget. 
 

EXCLUSIONS FROM THE SURVEY 
The survey did not include private enterprise providers, community arts casual involvement 
in schools, private and specialised tuition of individual students, art clubs or after school care 
arts activity providers.
